Location: East of Chesterfield Pkwy, south of Interstate 64, west of Chesterfield Center

Description: Chesterfield Village Mall, Lot 3B: An Amended Site Development Section Plan,
Landscape Plan, Lighting Plan, Architectural Elevations, and Architect’s Statement
of Design for a 16.82-acre tract of land zoned “PC&R” Planned Commercial and
Residential located east of Chesterfield Parkway West and west of Chesterfield
Center.

PROPOSAL SUMMARY
Stock & Associates Consulting Engineers, Inc.,
on behalf of Tristar Real Estate Acquisitions,
LLC, has submitted amended plans for a
multi-family residential development.

The project had originally received approval
from Architectural Review Board in February
of 2026, however,  the developer is seeking
approval for a one road design instead of the
previously approved two road design.

The development still consists of a total of
105 attached units split between 22 buildings
but there are now 6 model types instead of
the previous 8 model types. Of the 22
buildings, the heights range from roughly 23’
to 32’ tall each comprised of 4, 5, or 6 units
each with their own 2 car garage.

The February 12th, 2026 report has been attached to this report for futher information on the overall
design. This report will mainly focus on the differences between the two designs.

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CIRCULATION & ACCESS
The following images depict the previously approved two road design in Figure 2 and the proposed one
road design in Figure 3 in relation to the surrounding sites.

As seen in the two road design, all units north of the Burkhardt Place extension were rear loaded onto
an alley. This meant that the front door faced either Chesterfield Parkway or Burkhardt Place extension
while all garage doors faced the private alley. With the private alley being eliminated in the one road
design, the development is similar to the typical single-family residential subdivision where the street
elevation includes both the garage door and the front entry. This change results in the loss of model type
A and B as approved in the previous design and an increase in model type C, D, and E as seen in the
attached architectural elevations.

TOPOGRAPHY & RETAINING WALLS
A majority of the retaining walls from the two road
design remain unchanged with slight variation in
location and height. The previous design included a
20’ tall wall that was necessary around the bend of the
Burkhardt Place extension. As a result of the
modifications, the tallest retaining wall is now roughly
16.5’ and is located at the rear of a model type E
building just east of the T intersection as highlighted
in red in Figure 4. All walls will be constructed of
concrete masonry unit’s (CMU’s) in the color
“Fieldstone”. This color was chosen for its
compatiability with retaining walls within the vicinity
following feedback from the Board during the intitial
review.

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ELEVATIONS
The six (6) building models share the same  mixture of brick, stone, board & batten siding, lap siding, and
stucco as the previous design. Due to the number of building models, please see the proposed materials
in the image below and then the elevations of each building provided in the applicant’s submittal
attached to this report.

LANDSCAPE DESIGN & SCREENING
A majority of the landscape plan remains unchanged with the main variation being the locations of street
trees and other landscaping due to the revised design. Additionally, it should be noted that there were
revisions to the landscape plan from the time that Architectural Review Board reviewed the original
design to the final approval by City Council. During review by Planning & Public Works Committee, a
condition was made that Staff “work with the applicant and the master developer for Downtown
Chesterfield looking at the hillside – specifically the tree preservation area – to explore what the best
options are for ground cover and removal of honeysuckle.” Prior to final review by City Council, the tree
preservation area was revised to reflect the latest -amended site development concept plan. The
individual existing trees were depicted on the plan and the native praire establishment area was
expanded.  Lastly, notes were also added to the plan to indicate that all invasive plantings will be
removed, existing viable trees will be pruned to encourage new growth, and erosion control measures
will be installed (silt fence, erosion fabric, and cover crops).

DEPARTMENT INPUT
Be advised, this project is still going through development review by City staff and will not proceed to
the final approving body until all outstanding items have been addressed. All recommendations made
by the Architectural Review Board will be included in the report to the appropriate approval body.

Description: Chesterfield Village Mall, Lot 3B:  A Site Development Section Plan, Landscape 
Plan, Lighting Plan, Architectural Elevations, and Architect’s Statement of Design 
for a 16.82-acre tract of land zoned “PC&R” Planned Commercial and Residential 
located east of Chesterfield Parkway West and west of Chesterfield Center. 

 
PROPOSAL SUMMARY  

Stock & Associates Consulting Engineers, 
Inc. and NSPJ Architect’s, on behalf of 
Tristar Real Estate Acquisitions, LLC, have 
submitted plans for a multi-family 
residential development  and the 
construction of multiple roadway 
extensions including Park Circle Drive, 
Burkhardt Place, and Vista Place.  
 
The development consists of a total of 105 
attached units split between 22 buildings. 
Of the 22 buildings, there are 8 different 
model types ranging from roughly 23’ to 
32’ tall each comprised of 4, 5, or 6 units 
each with their own 2 car garage. 
 

 
HISTORY OF SUBJECT SITE 
Since Chesterfield’s incorporation, the subject site has remained undeveloped with the exception of a 
community garden. The site was part of the 2023 rezoning for Downtown Chesterfield and was 
designated for residential use up to 175 cumulative housing units along Chesterfield Parkway.   
 

IV.B. 
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SITE RELATIONSHIPS 
The subject site is surrounded by a mixed-use 
development, Wildhorse Village, to the 
northwest, the soon to be reconstructed St. 
Louis County library to the west, a senior 
living facility to the south, and the overall 
mall redevelopment to the east.   
 
While the parcels in Wildhorse Village along 
Chesterfield Parkway, as shaded in blue in 
Figure 1, are currently undeveloped, the 
zoning for that development defines those 
areas as “Category A” or “Urban Main Street 
Development Pattern”. They have a required 
0’ – 30’ building line along the Parkway and 
are allowed a maximum building height of 
two (2) stories.   
 
The soon to be reconstructed St. Louis County Library will shift north from its current location on its site. 
The southern portion of the site will a parking lot with a varying height retaining wall along the Parkway. 
The color site plan for the library has been dropped into the aerial shown in Figure 1 to show how the 
sites will interact with each other in the future. 
 
The overall mall redevelopment to the east shares a border with the subject site, however, its important 
to note that there is a substantial grade change which creates a natural separation between the two. 
The buildings that ultimately get constructed to the east will look downward onto the subject site.   
 
TOPOGRAPHY & RETAINING WALLS 
As previously mentioned, there is a 
substantial grade change on the site.  The 
land near the Parkway is relatively flat 
while the grade continues to increase as 
you move east towards the existing 
vegetated hillside. Due to this grade 
change, there are several retaining walls 
planned as part of this redevelopment 
which have been highlighted in red in 
Figure 2.  
 
The proposed retaining walls along the Parkway will have varying heights from 1’ to 5’ tall which will help 
to facilitate the housing units sitting a few feet above Chesterfield Parkway.  They will be constructed of 
concrete masonry unit’s (CMU’s) and will match the color of the stone on the buildings discussed later 
in this report. Ameristar Echelon Plus Ornamental Aluminum fencing in a black color will be utilized on 
any wall portion that is taller than 30” in height.

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The proposed retaining walls along the eastern portion 
of the site will be much larger in size than the previously 
mentioned walls. The tallest wall, located around the 
bend of the Burkhardt Place extension, will have a 
maximum height of 20’ tall in the middle before it 
tapers down in height on both ends. All walls will be 
constructed of CMU’s to match the buildings and will 
utilize the same aluminum fencing previously 
mentioned where applicable. A typical section for the 
fencing may be found in Figure 3. 
 
CIRCULATION & ACCESS 
The housing units will be served by Park Circle Drive, Burkhardt Place, Vista Place, and an alley. The 
building types that front Chesterfield Parkway (types F, G, H)  may be accessed by a shared pedestrian 
path that runs parallel to the existing sidewalk along the Parkway. Vehicular access for these types may 
be obtained through their driveways that sit on either Park Circle Drive or the alley.  
 
Building types C, D, and E are accessed only by their driveway which fronts onto Park Circle Drive. The 
rear of these building types back up to the vegetated hillside.  
 
Building types A and B front onto Burkhardt Place where there will be a series of on-street parking spaces 
provided. A majority of these buildings, with exception to one of the type A buildings located at the 
intersection of Vista Place and Burdhardt Place, back onto an alley where their two car garage is located. 
The previously mentioned building type A that sits at the corner of Vista Place and Burkhardt Place will 
front onto Burkhardt Place. However, there is a shared drive in the rear of the building that leads to each 
unit’s garage in addition to some shared parking spaces for overflow.  
 
ELEVATIONS 
The eight (8) building types share a mixture of brick, stone, board & batten siding, lap siding, and stucco. 
Due to the number of building types, please see the proposed materials in the image below and then 
the elevations of each building provided in the applicant’s submittal attached to this report.

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LANDSCAPE DESIGN & SCREENING 
The site is required to adhere to the standard landscape requirements of the Unified Development Code. 
Street trees have been added along each roadway extension in addition to the alley. In the several areas 
where retaining walls run along a roadway, a mixture of shrubs have been added to help soften the visual 
impact. Shrubs have also been added to the sides of each building in order to screen the proposed 
ground mounted air conditioning units. The required 30’ wide landscape buffer on Chesterfield Parkway 
has a variety of plantings – some of which run alongside the pedestrian path that leads to the individual 
units fronting the Parkway. Lastly, each unit is to be served by individual roll-off trash bins so, unlike 
many multi-family developments, there’s not a shared trash enclosure area that requires screening.  
 
LIGHTING 
Streetlights have been provided for along each roadway extension and the alley. The 
proposed fixture, as shown in Figure 4, is the same fixture to be utilized by the 
remainder of the Downtown Chesterfield development.

IV.B 
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SITE HISTORY 
The subject site was zoned "C8" Planned Commercial District by St. Louis County prior to the 
incorporation of the City of Chesterfield. The "C8" Planned Commercial District has undergone 
numerous past modifications, most recently in 1997, when the boundaries of the existing "C8" 
Planned Commercial District were changed, resulting in the current site-specific Ordinance 1272. 
 
STAFF ANALYSIS 

A. Site Relationship 
The existing structure is a single-tenant building located on the northern portion of a 
2.56-acre tract of land. The subject site is surrounded by "C8" Planned Commercial 
zoning to the north, south, and west, and abuts an "R4" Residence District to the east. 
A multitenant commercial building shares the same lot to the south and faces 
additional multitenant commercial buildings across the street to the west. A vacant 
lot lies to the west and Wellesley Place, a single-family residential subdivision, is 
located to the east. 
 

B. Circulation & Access 
Hilltown Village Center is a private 
street that is neither owned nor 
maintained by the City of 
Chesterfield or St. Louis County, 
and it provides an additional 
connection between Olive 
Boulevard and West Chesterfield 
Parkway. Access to the site 
remains largely unchanged. The 
existing street-facing playground 
is proposed to be removed and 
replaced with landscaping and 
additional parking area. Vehicles 
will be directed on site using the 
existing access points, and painted 
directional arrows and signage will be installed to ensure adequate on-site circulation.  
 

C. Materials & Color 
The proposed materials and color palette include painted brick in off-white and cool 
blue. Corrugated and flat-lock metal panels will be installed in a galvalume (silver) 
finish, with a consistent cool-blue band wrapping the building, bollards, and canopy 
posts, and off-white above. The soffit will be enhanced with flat-lock metal panel, and 
the "wall extension" parapet screen will be corrugated. Feature walls will utilize the 
same corrugated panel, with cool-blue ("Roman Blue" McElroy Metal color) accents 
used throughout.

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D. Landscape Design & Screening 

A landscape plan was provided by Loomis Associates Landscape Architects & Planners, 
along with a mitigation plan, as all existing tree mass will be removed and replaced as 
part of the redevelopment. A mix of 11 trees has been proposed, along with an 
assortment of ornamental shrubs, grasses, and annuals/perennials. Landscaping has 
been enhanced with shrubs between the subject site and the neighboring residential 
development to the east (green), including three (3) additional trees added to the rear 
of the building to mitigate the removal of three (3) existing trees on site (orange). 
White composite fencing is proposed to screen the trash enclosure and the backyard 
from the parking area, and the existing fencing between adjoining properties is 
proposed to remain. 

 
E. Lighting  

A lighting plan was provided by Lighting Associates and is still under review by theCity. 
Five (5) light poles and fixtures are proposed for the parking area, which was found to 
be code compliant with the City's lighting standards. In conjunction with this 
application, the applicant has also submitted an Architectural Specialty Lighting 
package, which is being reviewed concurrently as a separate submittal.

SITE HISTORY 
The subject site was zoned "C8" Planned Commercial District by St. Louis County prior to the 
incorporation of the City of Chesterfield. The "C8" Planned Commercial District has undergone 
numerous past modifications, most recently in 1997, when the boundaries of the existing "C8" 
Planned Commercial District were changed, resulting in the current site-specific Ordinance 1272. 
 
STAFF ANALYSIS 
The City of Chesterfield Unified Development Code contains lighting standards to discourage 
excessive lighting, minimize glare and light trespass to protect neighbors from the consequences 
of stray light, and to regulate the type of light fixtures, lamps, and standards proposed. 
 
Architectural Specialty Lighting Package 
The purpose of an architectural specialty lighting package is to provide comprehensive, 
complementary and unified architectural specialty lighting throughout a single development. In 
order to encourage superior design, comprehensive architectural specialty lighting packages 
allow for specialized review of architectural lighting and flexibility from standard site lighting 
requirements. 
 
Flexibility in architectural specialty lighting criteria is based on factors including, but not limited 
to, the physical impact and quality of the proposed package, and mitigation of unfavorable 
conditions such as excessive lighting, light spillover, and height. More information can be found 
in Section 405.04.030(C) of City Code.  
 
Lighting Fixture(s) 
There are two (2) proposed fixtures to be included in Architectural Specialty Lighting Package; 
Nova Flex Rope Light in a static red color and Nova Flex Wall Washing Flexible Strip Light in a 
static white color. The two lighting applications are required to be reviewed as a separate 
Architectural Specialty Lighting submittal primarily due to the non-traditional color and 
unshielded design. The remainder of the site lighting is being reviewed concurrently through the 
Amended Site Development Section Plan submittal. Fixture cutsheets may be found in the 
attached Architectural Specialty Lighting Package submittal.  
 
Nova Flex Rope Light 
Two continuous bands of red rope lighting 
have been proposed around the front 
entry canopy facing Hilltown Village 
Center. Two additional continuous bands 
have also been proposed to wrap around 
the drop-off canopy, facing the parking 
area, and the residential development to 
the east. If approved, this will be the only 
development within Hilltown Village Center to 
be permitted red rope lighting. Per City Code,  
“when non-traditional lighting color is

requested, changes in color shall be limited to one (1) change within any twenty-four (24) hour 
time period.” Staff confirmed that the applicant is not requesting any color changes from the 
static red. 
 
Nova Flex Wall Washing Flexible Strip Light 
White wall washing strip lighting has been 
proposed on the front elevation facing 
Hilltown Village Center in order to accent 
the perimeter of the front entrance. Per the 
City Code, “where shielding is not provided 
in conjunction with the proposed light 
fixture, information indicating that no light 
trespass or sky glow will result from the 
requested fixture is required.” The applicant has provided a photometric light plan that is 
currently under review. The plan is required to meet City Lighting Standards prior to proceeding 
to Planning Commission for consideration and approval.
